¢ Applicants should demonstrate the commitment to effectively work with and engage a diverse student population and
evidence of how they would successfully mentor minoritized students with special focus on Latinx, African-American,
and Native American students.

6. a teaching philosophy describing how you plan to engage and interact with students, with a special focus on Latinx,
African-American, and Native American students.

In later phases of the search process, applicants may be requested to provide verification of terminal degrees, licenses
and certificates.

Screening of applications will begin January 31, 2020. Priority will be given to applicants who meet the screening
deadline; however, the position will remain open until filled.
